Jerry Clark Memorial Scholarship - 2009

AFSCME recently announced the 2009 Jerry Clark Memorial Scholarship Program for children of
AFSCME/CSEA members. This scholarship was established in 1990 in honor of Jerry Clark who was
deeply committed to progressive social and economuc 1deals and who served for many years as AFSCME’s
Political Action Director. This year, some changes have been made in the terms and criteria for the
scholarship, as noted below.

The scholarship will be awarded to two students who are currently sophomeres majoring in the
social sciences. The winners will each receive $5,000 per year for their junior and senior years of study, as
well as an opportunity to intern with the International Union’s Political Action Department.

A selection committee at the International Union will choose winners based on the following
criteria:

o The student must be a child or financially dependent grandchild of an
AFSCME/CSEA member.

o The student must have a Grade Point Average of 2.5 or better.
o The student must be in his/her sophomore year of study.

o The student must be a social science (i.e., political science, sociology, ethnic studies,
communications, etc.) major at an accredited college or university.

o The student must demonstrate a commitment to social justice and political activism.

The Jerry Clark Memorial Scholarship Program is an ongoing program available to children of AFSCME members who are interested
in pursuing a career in political activism. Under the program, a scholarship in the amount of $5,000 will be awarded annually to two
students with a social science major for the junior and senior years of study. Each student will also be given the opportunity to intern
at the International union headquarters in the Political Action Department during the summer between his/her junior and senior year
or for one semester during his/her junior or senior year. Scholarship winners may also be eligible for a six-month job placement with
AFSCME after graduation. The scholarship winners will be selected by a committee that will thoroughly examine all applications. Once
awarded, the scholarship will be renewed for the senior year of study, provided the student remains enrolled in a full-time course of
study as a social science major.

Any student in his/her sophomore year of study who is enrolled in a full-time, four-year degree program in any accredited college
or university, and whose parent, legal guardian, or financially responsible grandparent is an AFSCME member, and who meets the
following requirements is eligible to apply for the scholarship:

a. The student must have a grade point average of 2.5 or higher.

b. The student must be a social science major who is interested in pursuing a career in political activism.

“With his encyclopedic knowledge of political
campaigns, he will be remembered most for the
training programs and the phone banks and door-
knocking methods he perfected over the years to
turn out high percentages of voters on Election
Day.”

A native of Wisconsin and-a veteran-of World - —-
War |l, Clark graduated from the School of
Journalism of Marquette University. He was editor
of the West Point (Wis.) Pilot for a brief period
before joining the Kenosha (Wis.) Evening News,
where he was the labor and political editor. He
organized the newspaper’s editorial department
in 1953 as a local of the American Newspaper
Guild, AFL-CIO. He served as the first president of
that unit and as a delegate to the guild’s Midwest
District Council.

Clark was president of the Kenosha County
ClO Council in 1956, during which period he
worked with AFSCME, organizing the Kenosha
County courthouse, highway and city hall AFSCME
locals.

He was named co-chairman of the statewide
campaign committee for Senator William Proxmire
in 1957 and served as Proxmire’s top aide in
Washington from 1957 to 1962.

Clark held a key post in the Wisconsin primary
campaign committee for John F Kennedy in 1960
and joined the Kennedy administration in 1963 as
director of Equal Opportunity for the U.S. Defense
Department.
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
